FY 07-08
This past year, through friends like you, Integrity Children’s Fund remained faithful and continued to make significant contributions to the at risk children of Jamaica, by donating US$43,810.00, to the following schools, in our quest to bring hope and opportunity to at risk children in Jamaica:
· Operation Restoration Christian School. Located in Trench Town, this school currently provides remedial education for 65 troubled teenaged children. Of the seven (7) students who sat and passed the Grade Nine Achievement Examination in June 2008, five (5) were unable to read three-letter words when they first enrolled in the school two to three years ago.  These students are now attending traditional high schools.

· Joytown Learning Center. Also located in Trench Town, this school provides early childhood education for 90 children under 6 years of age.
· Peter’s Rock Preparatory School. This school, located in the hills of rural St. Andrew, has 136 students from Kindergarten to Grade 6, enrolled. In June 2008,  sixteen (16) students from Peter’s Rock Preparatory passed the GSAT - 2 to Immaculate Conception High School; 2 to Kingston College, 2 to Jamaica College, 1 to St Hugh's, 1 to Merl Grove High School, 1 to Wolmers Boys', 1 to Wolmers Girls and 5 to Papine High School.

These schools, considered beacons of hope in poverty ridden and often volatile communities, provide a Christian based education to meet the spiritual, intellectual, and emotional needs of their students. The respective principals and staff of these schools are lovingly changing the lives of their students, one child at a time.
At Integrity we are committed to stewardship, financial accountability, and maintain our financial records and books of accounting with accuracy, completeness and complete transparency. That is why more that 80% of our expenditures go to support the children and schools we support in Jamaica.
